Pack Burro Racing- A Colorado Tradition! Paged

Pack burro racing issportindigenous to th8tate of Coloradehich is deeply rooted in the state's
miningheritage. In the early days ofrtiimingindustry inColoradominerswould takéourros through
the mountains of Colorado whalespectingBecause the burros were carrying supplies, the mine
could not ride the animals and so they would walk, leading the donkey. Legendthasdictmbe-
gan when two miners found gold in the same location at the same time and had to race back
get to the claims office first. Because they could not ride the burros (the burros were either toc
loaded down with supplies), the miners were forced to run, leading th& heBosro Races, which
are held throughout small town€imloradg commemorate the miners and their burros.
