   Educational Opportunity in June 
Do you have this plant on your property? If so, 

beware! It is a highly toxic plant commonly referred 

to a Loco Weed. The scientific name is Oxytropis 

sericea. It is indigenous to the Rocky Mountain area 

and prefers open prairie and foothills. Loco Weed 

is often found in in well drained  

soils and decomposing granite. 

All parts of the plant are toxic  

at all times, even when it is dried. The toxin, which actually 

originates from a fungus that grows in the plant tissues, accu-

mulates in the cells of the brain and other organs and impairs 

normal function. The toxin is also secreted in milk and can be passed to off-

spring. There is no effective treatment for Loco Weed poisoning. Symptoms 

include weight loss, congestive heart failure, sudden changes in temperament, 

falling unexpectedly, sleepiness, and depression. Offspring may be born with 

deformed legs, and fetal death is common.
