Trail Boss Guidelines: 

 The Trail Boss is responsible for  planning, organizing and conveying the information pertaining to the ride 

to the membership, to include the following:    

 - Determine meeting time and location. 
 
 - Pick Up First Aid Kit and ensure hold harmless are signed for non-members riding. 

 - Be familiar with the location and he or she should have ridden the planned ride at least once before. 

        - Know the approx length of the ride and will lunch be required. 
 
 - Difficulty of ride: easy, moderate or difficult, water crossings, etc 
  
 - Keep track of the number of members on the ride to ensure no  one gets lost or separated from the  
          group unless they prefer to go off on their own in which case they must inform the Trail Boss they are 
          leaving.  
 
 - Watch while moving through branches or braking off branches that the person behind doesnõt get hit. 
 
 - Take note of the mule, donkey or horse sizes to ensure the tall equine can pass through areas where  
          there are low branches or obstruction that the riders must go under. 
 

 -  Assign a drag rider to keep the riders together and notify up the line if someone is having trouble or  

           needs to stop for any reason.  Keep the riders together. 
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Recipes for Donkey Delights & Mule Munchies

Everybody loves a tasty snack, especially donkeys and mules. Natureõs ready-made goodies such as fruits 

and vegetables need only be sliced into bite sized chunks to provide lip smackinõ goodness for donkeys 

and mules. Be creative; experiment with peeled pineapple, pitted peaches or plums, melon, pears and 

dried fruits.  

Carrots, turnips, sweet peppers, cucumbers, kohlrabies, celery and jicama are perennial favorites too.  

BUT avoid avocados and any member of the allium family (onions, garlic, leeks) as these vegetables are 

toxic to equines.  

Breakfast cereal makes a yummy, ready-made treat, especially lightly sweetened products such as Chex 

and Kashi squares.

Hoof  Care Follow-up from Last Newsletter 

In last monthõs newsletter a question came up regarding  

equine hooves that were chipping away from the inner 

wall at ground level.  We got an excellent response from 

Dr. Jacobson in Berthoud, CO.    

We also received a response via email from another vet 

(unidentifiable from the email address) who gave this  

additional valuable information: 

Hooves chipping away from the inner wall could indicate  

a fungal/bacterial infection. Soak the hoof 2-3 times per 

week in a Lysol solution (yep, you heard right!- 1 gal of 

water plus 2 ounces of Lysol concentrate.)  Pull the bro-

ken hoof wall off to allow the Lysol to soak in. Make sure 

the animal has adequate copper in his diet and consider 

supplementing with ADM (Archer Daniels)  Stay Strong  

Metabolic Minerals.  
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Donkey Delights 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees  

2 cups flour 

1 cup sugar 

1/2 cup vegetable oil 

1/2 cup molasses 

1/2 cup mixed goodies 

such as raisins, grated carrots, 

apple chunks, dried fruit, etc. 

Mule Munchies 

 

Preheat oven to 325 deg 

1 1/2 c grated carrots 

1 1/2 c grated apples 

1/2 c molasses 

10 oz rolled oats 

4 oz Wheaties or 

similar cereal 

Combine dry  

ingredients in a large 

bowl, add liquid and 

stir well. Mixture 

should be sticky. 

Thicken with flour or 

thin with molasses as 

needed. Bake for 15 

minutes or until crisp.  

Combine all ingredients 

in a large bowl. Drop by 

large spoonfuls onto a 

lightly greased cookie 

sheet and gently flatten 

each cookie with the back 

of the spoon. Bake for 

about 1 hour until done.
